2. The Fund has entered into a financing facility with a major financial institution. Under the terms of the financing facility, the Fund has access to committed financing of up to $250,000,000. While the use of
leverage can result in greater returns in a rising market as well as increased income generation, its use can also generate greater losses in a declining market as well as pressure income levels in an environment
of higher borrowing costs.
